Matt 1:23 “Behold, the virgin shall
concetve and bear a son, and they shall call
his name Immanuel”




2) Jesus said he was God

John 8:53-58 Are you greater than our father
Abraham, who died?

Who do you make yourself out to ber”

“It I glority myself, my glory 1s
nothing. It is my Father who glorifies me, of
whom you say, ‘He is our God.” But you have not
known him. I know him. If I were to say that I

do not know him, I would be a liar but I
do know him




2) Jesus said he was God

John 8:53-58 (cont.) Your tather Abraham
rejoiced that he would see my day.

“Truly, truly, I say

to you, before Abraham was, I am.”




2) Jesus said he was God

John 10:30-39 I and the Father are one.” The

Jews picked up stones again to stone him.

“I have shown you many good
works from the Father; for which of them are
you going to stone mer”’

“It is not for a good work that we are going to

stone you but for blasphemy, because you, being
a man, make yourselt God.”




2) Jesus said he was God

John 10:30-39 (cont.) Jesus answered them,

Scripture cannot be broken—do you
say of him whom the Father consecrated and

sent into the world, “You are blaspheming;’
because I said, ‘I am the Son of God’?




2) Jesus said he was God

John 10:30-39 (cont.) If I am not doing the
works of my Father, then do not believe me; but
it I do them, even though you do not believe me,
believe the works, that you may know and

understand that the Father is in me and I am in
the Father.”




3) Jesus’ death and resurrection

Jesus was put to death for blasphemy




3) Jesus’ death and resurrection

Death foretold (Evidence)

Isaiah 53 :7 He was oppressed, and he was
attlicted, yet he opened not his mouth;
like a lamb that 1s led to the slaughter,

and like a sheep that before its shearers is
silent, so he opened not his mouth.

Death foretold (Evidence)

Isaiah 53 :9 And they made his grave with the
wicked and with a rich man in his death,
although he had done no violence, and there
was no deceit in his mouth.




3) Jesus’ death and resurrection

Death foretold (Evidence)
Mark 15:42-46 And when evening had come,

the day before the Sabbath, Joseph of
Arimathea, a respected member of the
Council,

took courage and went

to Pilate and asked for the body of Jesus.




3) Jesus’ death and resurrection

Death foretold (Evidence)
Mark 15:42-46 (cont.)
he

granted the corpse to Joseph.

and taking him down,
wrapped him 1n the linen shroud and laid him
in a tomb that had been cut out of the rock.
And he rolled a stone against the entrance of
the tomb.

Resurrection — He appeared physically
(Evidence)

Matt 28:9 And behold, Jesus met them and

said, “Greetings!” And they came up and
took hold of his feet and worshiped him.




3) Jesus’ death and resurrection

Resurrection — He appeared physically

John 20:20-22 When he had said this, he
showed them his hands and his side. Then
the disciples were glad when they saw the
Lord. Jesus said to them again, “Peace be
with you. As the Father has sent me, even so
I am sending you.” And when he had said
this, he breathed on them and said to them,
“Recetve the Holy Spirit.




3) Jesus’ death and resurrection

Resurrection — He appeared physically

1 Cor 15:5-6 and that he appeared to
Cephas, then to the twelve. Then he appeared
to more than five hundred brothers at one
time, most of whom are still alive, though
some have tallen asleep.
